Installation
A DANGER Always disconnect the power source before attempting to install,

1. The inlet and discharge ports are 3/4” garden hose thread. This pump includes
a 6 foot suction hose and suction attachment. Standard garden hose can be
threaded onto the pump discharge. See Figure 1. Use 1/2" or larger garden
hose.

2. The maximum suction lift of the pump is 7 feet. Keep the suction and
discharge hoses as short and straight as possible. Do not kink or coil hose as
that will greatly reduce water flow. The discharge hose should be no longer
than 25"

3. Use a screen or strainer (not included) when pumping water that contains
debris

|A CAUTION Do not run the pump dry. Running the pump dry will cause

damage to the impeller and result in premature failure of the
pump. Running the pump dry will also void the warranty. It is recommended
to add 1-2 tablespoons of vegetable oil to the inlet and outlet of the pump
before each use to prevent impeller damage and to aid in priming.

1. Fill the suction hose with clean water and attach it to the inlet port of the
pump. Make sure there is a gasket inside the hose connection to ensure an
airtight seal.

2. Attach the suction attachment to the male end of the suction hose. The use of
the suction attachment is optional.

3. Connect the discharge hose to the outlet port of the pump.

Operation

Once the suction and discharge hoses are connected to the pump you are
ready to operate the pump. A 12 volt battery is required and is not included.

Grasp the red positive battery clip connected to the pump. Squeeze the red
clips handle to open and attach the clip to the positive (+) battery post. (12
volt battery not included)

Grasp the black negative battery clip connected to the pump. Squeeze the
black clips handle to open and attach the clip to the negative (-) battery post.
(12 volt battery not included)

Turn on the power switch located on the cord.

The pump should prime and start pumping within 30 seconds of starting
depending on the length of suction hose. If the pump does not move water
within 30 seconds, turn off the pump and check the connections.

When finished pumping turn off the power switch and unplug the black clip
and then the red clip.

Maintenance

IMPELLER / GASKET REPLACEMENT

1. Unplug both battery clips from the
battery Figure 3

2. Disconnect suction and discharge
hoses.

3. Empty remaining water from
pump housing.

4. Remove the four housing plate
cover screws.

5. Remove worn or damaged
impeller. Note the direction of the
impeller vanes.

6. Clean the inside of the pump housing and apply a small amount vegetable oil,
petroleum jelly or other lubricant to the pump housing and outer diameter of
the impeller.

7. Align the flat on the impeller bore with the flat on the motor shaft. Push the
impeller onto the motor shaft while turning the impeller in a clockwise
direction.

8. Place a new gasket on the pump housing, align the holes and replace the
housing cover plate. Securely tighten the housing plate screws.

Performances

NOTICE Height and/or hose restriction will reduce the pump output
performance. It is recommended to use the same size or larger pipe as the pump
discharge for optimum performance. Keep the hose length as short and straight
as possible. Performance based on fully charged 12 volt battery.
